 Asbury continues to grow the Wednesday night programs including youth groups, childrenôs activities, 
music practices, small groups, new member classes, and Bible studies. The all-church meal provides an 
opportunity for people in all of these activities to come together to enjoy not only a good meal on a busy 
weeknight, but also to get to know each other better and to grow closer in Christôs love.

 This story was great, in the aspect that it is comforting to know there are many 
still who believe in integrity and ethics.  Delton studied Law and was an attorney in 
Brazil.  This city is known for corruption with the network of high scale criminals, 
money launderers, finances, corporate deals, etc.  He observed the many white 
colored crimes happening around him within the city.  As a junior partner starting out, 
he was given the lower cases to take to trial.  He told stories of how he was 
essentially bullied, pressured, and threatened to get his clients set free.  Delton 
stood his ground, and on his personal basis, he stood firm on integrity and 
ethics.  He sought justice and many of his clients went to jail for their crimes.  Today, 
he is a successful attorney and consultant in Brazil. 

  What attracted me to his story is reflecting on some of the businesses and 
corporations I have worked for in the past.  Being bullied, influenced, persuaded, and 
denied advancement because I am one to ask questions and lead with integrity and 
ethics.  I know to lead with respect and integrity, because this is what we should all 
do.  The childhood saying, ñCheaters never win,ò or being deceitful for self 
promotion, and self satisfaction will never pay off.
